The GA EPD Director has declared a level four drought response for 55 north Georgia counties. Specific drought
restrictions are currently in effect for north Georgia (55 county area that includes all counties in north Georgia from

Level IV Drought Restrictions: (No outdoor watering except for exemptions provided for in Section 391-3-30-05 of the
Rules for Outdoor Water) with EPD-authorized exemptions and exceptions, as explained on EPD's web site at
http://www.gaepd.org/Documents/water_use _schedules.html.

The GA EPD Director has announced that water withdrawal and drinking water system permit holders in the level four
drought response area who do NOT depend on Lake Lanier and directly on releases from Buford Dam will be eligible to
petition EPD for a modified drought response. Click here for guidance on petitioning procedures.

Local water utilities may petition EPD for authorization to relax the restrictions to one of the three levels described
below:

wLevel IVa - Odd/even watering 1 day per week between midnight and 10:00 am: At the discretion of the permittee,
odd addresses water on Sundays or Thursdays, even addresses water on Mondays or Saturdays (see note below);

wLevel IVb - Odd/even watering 2 days per week between midnight and 10:00 am: Odd on Tuesdays and Thursdays,
even on Mondays and Wednesdays. At the discretion of the permittee odd addresses may water on Thursdays and
Sundays, even addresses may water on Wednesdays and Saturdays (see note below);

wLevel IVc - Odd/even watering 3 days per week between midnight and 10:00 am. Odd on Tuesdays, Thursdays, and
Sundays, even on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Saturdays (see note below.)

wLevel Il (qualified) - Odd/even watering 3 days per week between midnight and 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. to midnight.
Odd on Tuesdays, Thursdays, and Sundays, even on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Saturdays (see note below.)

Note: The following water uses are allowed under all Drought Response Modifications
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In addition, utilities may petition EPD for authorization to impose more stringent restrictions than those imposed by
EPD.

GA EPD has approved petitions authorizing relaxation or tightening of Level IV restrictions as follows (alphabetical order)
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* A full ban has been approved for a limited number of communities. Please verify specific exemptions with the local

municipality if more information is needed.
